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Ethan Coen. He is known for roles in films including Do the Right Thing, Barton Fink (winning Best Actor at
Cannes), O Brother, Where Art Thou?, The Big Lebowski, and The Batman. Turturro has also starred in comedies
including Mr. Deeds and Anger Management, and three Transformers films. On TV, he won an Emmy for Monk and
was nominated for his roles in The Night Of and Severance. As a director, his work includes Mac (winning the
Camera D’Or at Cannes), Romance & Cigarettes, The Jesus Rolls and Fading Gigolo. In 2023 he starred as Mickey
Sabbath in his and Ariel Levy’s stage adaptation of Philip Roth's novel “Sabbath's Theater.” Turturro studied at
SUNY New Paltz and the Yale School of Drama, winning an OBIE for his stage debut in Danny and the Deep Blue
Sea.
